The Parc du Mugel is located in the delta of an old river that
ran here nearly one hundred million years ago. As it travelled,
it carried the sand, gravel and pebbles that accumulated and
melded to each other. This formed a reddish rock with large
pebbles that geologists call poudingue [ puddingstone ]. With
erosion, this rock has taken on mysterious shapes, like those
of the Trois Secs or the Bec de I'Aigle [Eagle’s beak], an old
landmark for sailors.

The rocky inlet shelters a 12-hectare botanical park that
invites you to stroll and discover many of our region’s plants,
including some that are very rare. It boasts dense vegetation,
comprising green oaks, sweet chestnuts, bay, cork oaks, carob
trees, laurustines, Aleppo pines, stone pines and maritime
pines, bamboo groves and even wildflowers.

A fairly steep path leads up to a panoramic viewpoint at an
altitude of 82 m and overlooking the immense expanse of the
sea.
